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Why Does North Shore (NS) Have Two HOAs, was published in the former NS1 newsletter.  Please take a minute to

Beach on July 10, 2014.  This agreement is between North Shore 1 (NS1) and NS2. 
 
Since both HOAs share a common area: green space, ponds and property NOT owned by private parties, there is an 
obvious need for care and maintenance of these grounds.   To that end each of the 179 lots in NS (NS1=93 lots, NS2=86 
lots) has to pay their share to maintain the common area.

in cost are factored in.  The total cost of those contracts and expenses are equally divided by all 179 lots. 
NS2 sends monies to NS1 to jointly mange the agreement.  By the agreement, NS1 segregates collected assessments 
for shared expenses on its books and records, not comingling those funds with other funds of the NS1 Association and 
earmarks those funds only to pay the shared expenses.

There are several contracts that these shared expenses cover: landscaping, pond management, pest control and 
irrigation maintenance.  Utilities included electricity and well/irrigation.  Additional funds cover sign maintenance, 
landscaping extras, repairs to BMP (pond liners) and fountains.  Budgeted also are funds for building fence and grounds 
and a storage unit.  The storage unit is off site and houses the front entrance holiday decorations and signs.   We also 
have a shared reserve for replacement and operations.  Attached is the budget breakdown for CY-2023. 
 
Projected shared income expenses for CY 23 are $88,657.06 from NS1 and $81,983.94 from NS2.  The difference is due 
to the larger number of lots in NS1.   
 
Since the owner/resident NS2 board was established in the fall 0f 2022, this year we are formalizing the joint budget 
process.  Both associations are already working closely to determine CY-24 shared expenses.  The comptroller, 
property manager, treasurers and finance committee chairs will determine what those expenses will be for next year. 
Currently approximately 80% of HOA dues go toward our shared expenses.

Vandalism. Police are still receiving reports of cars being stolen or broken into because people are not locking their car 

doors.  Some have left guns in the car which have been stolen. Please lock your cars and remove any objects from 

sight that might tempt someone to break in. 

Get to know your neighbors and neighborhood so that you can be on the lookout for people or things who appear 

suspicious and REPORT this to the police.     

 

Lawn and Landscaping. It has come to our attention that 

not everyone is bagging their yard waste and leaving it on 

the curb on trash pickup days.  Please: 

• Do not blow leaves into the street as they will eventually 

end up in the street drainage sewers and clog them, 

requiring maintenance.  

• Do not put bags of yard waste in front of drainage 

openings. They can get sucked down the drainage 

sewers when there is a lot of rain.   

• Do not blow grass clippings into the street, but please be 

sure to remove grass clippings from the sidewalks. 

• Instruct landscapers not to leave bags of clippings on the 

curb unless it is Tuesday afternoon.  Store the bags out 

of sight on your property until trash pickup day.

French Onion Soup Bourgignon 
Adapted from An Edible Christmas cookbook by Irena Chalmers 

Ingredients 
• 8 TB (1 stick) unsalted butter  

• 8 large yellow onions, thinly sliced (4 lbs) 

• 2 tsp sugar 

• 1/4 cup all-purpose flour 

• 6 cups beef stock or canned low-sodium broth 

• 1 tsp salt 

• 2 cups red wine 

• 2 tsp thyme 

• 1/4 tsp freshly ground pepper 

• 12 ½ inch thick French baguette slices 

• 1/2 cup Grated Gruyere cheese

Directions 
1. Heat the butter and oil in a large soup kettle and add the onions.  Cover, and cook over medium heat, stirring often for 

20 or 30 minutes, until the onions have wilted.  Transfer the onions to a large skillet and sprinkle with sugar.   
2. Cook, uncovered, over medium-high heat, stirring often until the onions are a rich brown color, about 25 minutes. Stir in 

the flour and cook for 1 minute. Using a wire whisk, stir in 2 cups of the chicken broth gradually to prevent the flour 
from forming lumps.  Return the onion mixture to the kettle. Stir in the remaining broth and the wine. Add the salt and 
thyme.   

3. Simmer, uncovered, until the soup has reduced slightly.  Season with pepper. 
4. Preheat the oven to 400 F.  Toast the slices of bread.  Put the toast into the soup bowls and ladle the soup over the 

toast. Sprinkle the soup bowl s w/cheese and put the bowls in the oven until the cheese melts, about 5 minutes.
